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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The 2008 Executive recommended update of the King County Comprehensive Plan (KCCP) includes proposals to amend the Urban Growth Area (UGA) as depicted on the land use map of the Countywide Planning Policies.   These proposals are outlined below in section A. and explained in more detail in the attached staff reports and maps.
There are also proposals to amend the UGA that have received support from cities but have not been included in the 2008 Executive recommended update of the King County Comprehensive Plan.  These proposals are outlined in section B below.  There are attached staff reports that explain in more detail why these proposals were not included in the Executive recommended KCCP update.
A. Proposed Urban Growth Area amendments that are included in the 2008 KCCP update.
1. Carnation – A proposal to add additional land to the UGA to replace 12 acres of Urban land lost to development due to recent mapping of flood prone land within the existing Rural City Urban Growth Area.
2. Sammamish North – A proposal to include an island of Rural land completely surrounded by Urban land within the UGA, and a proposal to include a portion of an existing neighborhood within the UGA so that the entire neighborhood will be able to be annexed by the City of Sammamish.
3. Snoqualmie – Highway 18 – Interstate 90 Interchange.  A proposal to add 85 acres north of this interchange to the Snoqualmie Rural City UGA, subject to an interlocal agreement and Transfer of Development Rights.
4. Bellevue – Coal Creek Park.  The park is proposed to be added to the UGA as called for by a recent park transfer agreement.  
5. Enumclaw Fairgrounds and Sportsman Park – The fairgrounds and park are proposed to be added to the UGA as called for by a recent park transfer agreement.

6. Maple Valley – A proposal to include156 acres of Rural land owned by King County and completely surrounded by the City of Maple Valley within the UGA.
7. Issaquah – Eastridge Christian Assembly.  A proposal to include Rural land that is adjacent to the UGA within the UGA for the purpose of church and church-related use only.  
8. Maple Valley and Black Diamond - Proposals to remove County-owned land from the UGA that have no development potential, including:  Rock Creek Natural Area, Crow Marsh Natural Area, and Dorre Don Reach Natural Area.
8a. Bear Creek Urban Planned Development – Removes the Kathryn Taylor Equestrian Park from the UGA.
9. Black Diamond technical correction – adjusts the location of the UGA boundary line over property under one ownership with no net change in the size of the UGA.
10. North Bend technical correction – corrects a mapping error by removing a Rural land use designation for about 5 acres of land within the North Bend Rural City Urban Growth Area.

11. Maple Valley technical correction – removes an Urban land use designation from property outside the UGA.
B. Proposed Urban Growth Area amendments supported by cities that are not included in the 2008 KCCP update
1. Sammamish South – Approximately 47 acres north of Duthie Hill Road that is currently Rural.  One or more property owners requested an Urban designation and to be annexed and developed at Urban density.  Other affected property owners oppose this proposal.  
2. Duvall – 40 acres adjacent to the south boundary of the city that is under one ownership.  A proposal to annex the property, designate about 15 acres for commercial/industrial development and the remainder would be a dedicated as a park and agricultural museum. 

3. Covington – A proposal to include 70 acres of Rural land within the UGA for the purpose of big-box commercial development.  These 70 acres are part of a 270-acre study area along Jenkins Creek, all of which has been proposed to be included in the UGA for eventual annexation by Covington.
